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The Counterinsurgency Training Center — Afghanistan (CTC-A) enhances coalition forces, Afghan
National Security Forces and other GIRoA agencies’ capabilities to reduce insurgent influence
through the delivery of regionally focused, timely and relevant best practice counterinsurgency
training and education that fosters greater unity of effort among all stakeholders in order to facilitate
the development of a secure and stable Afghanistan.
